1) Change the faucet

an unimaginative faucet can 
make your kitchen seem ordi-
nary.  Choosing a funky new fau-
cet that is bright, innovative and 
new can give an updated feel. 

2) Change the hardware

If the knobs and handles on 

the cupboards and drawers 

are dated and old, your kitchen 
has no hope of pulling off that 
“fresh” look. Brass or dark 
tarnished metal can make a 
kitchen look downright dowdy. 
You might be surprised how 
much of a difference chang-
ing out this hardware makes 
and for most kitchens it can be 
done for less than $200. One 
piece of advice is to bring one 
knob and handle with you to 
make sure the new hardware 
lines up with the old holes.

3) Metallic laminate

This useful material can be 
used as a backsplash to give 
the kitchen a modern look in 
stainless steel, copper or alu-
minum. If properly sized, they 
can be easily affixed with panel 
adhesive. You can even use the 
stainless steel to attach to the 
front of appliances to give them 
that new, trendy look without 
out the cost of replacement.
